Let us never
forget the contributions of the saints who have gone before us in the history of Singapore and the call
to our generation to rise up at such a time as this. Giving up the pleasure and privilege of worshipping
God together for a season is a sacrifice we will make to save our nation. | ask all Methodists to heed
this trumpet call to action.

Please continue to exercise the precautions advised by our authorities and maintain good personal
hygiene and physical separation. Follow the instructions of your pastors and leaders as they ensure
compliance in your local church environment. Every worshipper has an important part to play in this
effort.
